Introduction

The F1-ASM-300 Addressable Sounder Is designed to
provide suitable sound for indoor environments, serving
as an audio noftifler for fire alarms and emergency
situations In addressable fire alarm systems. According
to the design of the F1-ASM-300 sounder frame, this

product is suitable for wall and celling installation.

Installation and Wiring

Different parts of the base are shown in the picture below:
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Mounting screws ;
Fastening grooves

+ Choose a suitable place for installing the device.

+ Route the wires for the addressable panel loop through
the base.

+ Mount the base to the wall using two screws.

¢ Connect the loop wires of the addressable panel to the
metal terminals on the base according to their polarity.
(If the Isolator Is considered active, the negative input
and output wires should be connected to the separate
negative connectors. otherwise, the negative wires
could be connected to the same negative connector.)

+ Place the addressable sounder body on the base In a
way that the marking line on the body aligns with the
marking line on the base.

+ Rotate the body clockwise to lock It.

Testing

+ Address the F1-ASM-300 sounder using a handheld

programmer.

¢ Connect the device to the SENS addressable control
panel loop.

+ Power on the control panel.

¢ Add the sounder to the control panel manually or
automatically according to the panel manual.

¢ Put the panel Into fire mode. If the sounder Is not
disabled in the panel settings, it will activate, producing
sound. After clearing the fire condition and resetting

the panel by the user, the sounder will inactivate.

Warranty

Make sure this device Is only used with a compatible
control panel and no destructive operations are
performed on It otherwise, It will not be covered by the
warranty. Components must be regularly inspected,

serviced, and maintained to ensure proper functionality.

Troubleshooting

In case of any Issues with the addressable sounder,

troubleshooting and repair of the sounder must be done

by the SENS company's after-sales service department,
or an authorized representative recommended by the

company.
